 As noted in the last edition of the bulletin, I attended the DSWCI DX camp and Annual Meeting.

     The site was at Vejers, the most Western part of the country facing the North Sea. I only carried Sony portable with active antenna, but members with communication receivers with 100 and 200m long-wire antenna fully enjoyed number of DX catches, many form South American under such a noise free environment. My many thanks to Mr. Anker Petersen, Chairman of the Club who offered me a ride from/to Copenhagen and gave me this wonderful opportunity of meeting nice people and doing DX at the great site. (Please see a couple of photos attached. Erecting antenna toward the Sea, appreciation from the Chairman to my presentation and inside of the Camp room.)

  With this experience, I am thinking of a new DX pediton site at the sea shore with a good approach from Tokyo metropolitan area. I came to know some Japanese DXers had good South American catches at Chiba beach (less than an hour drive from New Tokyo International airport) at the same time as we did in Denmark.

The area has nice cottages and long-wire antenna can be extended as long as 300m along the Pacific coast line. I will inform you as soon as the details are known.  

   Still we can find the quiet noise free space here, but there is a scaring danger of extending PLC (Power Line Communication) to 2-30MHz short wave band in Japan.  Industry is pushing this action and the decision is expected in a couple of months in the current government schedule.  We, as one of the opposing groups, are to go to the Ministry Committee hearing on June 6. 

PLEASE HELP.   If you know any instance of increase of noises or disturbances to short wave band is noted

due to PLC, we want to know.  If you know the good web site handling PLC problem, please let me know.

We will face very serious problem if the system is to GO in Japan. Most of our power linea are in the air hanging from the poles which will act as noise emitting antenna.
